Food Photo Tips
· Double check to make sure the dish looks right (side/garnish/etc)
· Lift the far side of the plate for better view (use napkins/coasters)
· Watch for dirty plate, extra splotches or something that doesn’t look right
· Watch for food drying up or changing while shooting. You can use a tiny bit of vegetable oil for a juicier look
Drink Photo Tips
· Double check to make sure the drink looks right
· Watch for major glare on drink glass (a slight shift of the camera will fix it)
· When shooting close up, shoot down to see the top of the drink
· Shoot straight across for vertical and horizontal images

Use the camera timer to help you hold the camera steady. Leave a little extra room on the edges, lights should be set at 5000k.
